WISDOM and REVELATION are not
the same.

There are two kinds of wisdom

1. Natural Wisdom
2. Revelation Wisdom



{Proverbs 6:6-8}... "Go to the ant, O
sluggard, observe her ways and BE WISE,
which, having no chief, officer or ruler,
prepares her food in the summer and
gathers her provision in the harvest.”

= God made the spiritual and the natural
world.

= Wisdom often simply comes from
observing the natural realm.

= Through creation God speak both
NATURAL and REVELATION wisdom.
